Advocate Scholarship/Grant – Program Rules

1. A fund is considered an Advocate scholarship/grant when principle is substantially depleted within 12 months or awarded during the Foundation’s next scholarship cycle, whichever comes first.

2. Minimum amount required to establish an Advocate scholarship/grant = $1,300 ($1,000 scholarship and $300 administrative fee).

3. Minimum annual scholarship or grant = $1,000.

4. This type of fund does not earn interest.

5. The annual fee for awards less than $5,000 = $300.

6. The annual fee for awards of $5,000 or more = 7% of the annual award.

7. The annual fee is only charged to the fund when a scholarship/grant is awarded.

8. If multiple scholarships are awarded from one fund, criterions must be identical or else additional fees will apply per criteria.  The only exception is the name of the award.

9. Donor statements are not issued for these funds.
10. The ASSE Foundation Board can revise the administrative fee or the annual award from time to time to reflect current market conditions.
