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PR Wrap-up Report on 2009 ASSE’s Kids’ ‘Safety-on-the-Job’ Poster Contest & NAOSH/OSHP Day Efforts/Results—Thanking ASSE Members

The annual American Society of Safety Engineers’ kids’ ‘Safety-on-the-Job’ poster contest, North American Occupational Safety and Health (NAOSH) Week (May 3-9, 2009) and Occupational Safety and Health Professional (OSHP) Day  (May 6, 2009) were successes on all fronts in getting the word out about the importance of being safe at work and the SH&E profession due to ASSE members. This report provides an overview of the results and activities as we look towards the 2010 poster contest, the May 2-8, 2010 NAOSH Week and the May 5 OSHP Day. 
ROI -- The return on investment in these activities is substantial. It is estimated for NAOSH 2009 to be:  close to $4 million in donated services;  close to two million hours in donated time by ASSE members. 
The donated services included:

· 10 Lamar outdoor billboards placed in 10 different cities and displayed from April 16 through May 
· The free American Red Cross all day web –expo presented on OSHP Day. ASSE received equal billing, arranged for a speaker (ASSE Senior VP Terrie Norris, CSP, ARM), and promoted the event.  ASSE participated in the virtual expo garnering several new business leads. The estimated cost of the donated web-expo, free to ASSE and members, was estimated to be $8,000. 

· Region III donated funds for and provided a brunch for more than 100 ASSE members and their families, poster contest participants and more at the U.S. National Zoo on Sunday, May 3, along with a special “Charm City” safety cake  
· Turner Corporation donated two buses for the May 4 event in Washington, D.C. as well as sponsoring the U.S. Capitol lunch held in the historic Mansfield Room for more than 100 people for the poster contest awards ceremony
· KL&P Motivation,  of San Carlos, CA, donated the production and mailing of 500 NAOSH t-shirts in all sizes

· FabEmCo, of Houston, TX, donated 300 NAOSH ‘green’ tote bags for distribution at the May 4 NAOSH kick-off event distributed to ASSE members, poster contestants and their families, about 100 other attendees from the OSHA Alliance program from 50 trade associations representing thousands of businesses located worldwide  
· IL Senator Richard Durbin again provided the historic Mansfield Room at the U.S. Capitol for the annual poster contest awards ceremony

ADDITIONAL RESULTS -- In addition we had a record number of other results and activities including:
· Despite the economy, a flu scare and the rain, a record number of children, parents, grandparents, siblings, aunts and uncles and ASSE members attended the May 3 and 4 events in Washington, D.C., paying their own way from California, Texas, Oregon, Washington, New Jersey, Indiana, Ohio, New York, Wisconsin, West Virginia, Virginia, Alabama, Florida.  Many chapters and employers also helped support the families’ trips to D.C. for the annual ASSE poster contest awards ceremony
· An ASSE member attended a Science Fair at the Chicago Museum of Science and Industry for youth to discuss the SH&E profession reaching about 1,000 children and their parents with information and the profession and ASSE

· Members garnered 37 state and city proclamations, the most ever

NAOSH Champions for 2009

SAFETY ENGINEERS HONOR MEMBERS WHO REACH MILLIONS WITH MESSAGE ABOUT SAFETY AT WORK

DES PLAINES, IL (June 28, 2009) – The American Society of Safety Engineers (ASSE) honors members for their help as volunteers in reaching millions of people and thousands of businesses on the importance of being safe at work during May’s North American Occupational Safety and Health (NAOSH) Week, May 3 – 9, 2009, and Occupational Safety and Health Professional (OSHP) Day, May 6, 2009. ASSE members from Hawaii, Indiana, Maryland, Oklahoma, Oregon and Washington will be presented with the NAOSH Champion award at the annual ASSE House of Delegates meeting held at noon today, Sunday, June 28, in San Antonio as part of SAFETY 2009 for going above and beyond in their ongoing volunteer support.

Due to ASSE member efforts and the NAOSH Champion award winners, the seventh annual ASSE “Safety-on-the-Job” kids’ poster contest was again a success with close to 1,000 entries from around the world with participants ranging from age 5 – 14Through this contest, which awards those that best illustrate being safe on the job, ASSE and its members seek to educate children on the importance of safety and the occupational safety, health and environmental (SH&E) profession. This year’s NAOSH theme was ‘Safety Means Always Coming Home’ as poster participants in the past have noted that workplace safety means their moms, dads and family members return home safely at the end of the day.  ASSE members and non-members donated close to two million volunteer hours in their ongoing efforts to prevent injuries and illnesses by supporting the children’s poster contest and NAOSH events.
The ASSE NAOSH Champion 2009 award winners, those that went above and beyond not only this year but also in the past, are:

· Charles E. Wigger Jr., CSP, of Chandler IN, safety director for Lamar Outdoor Advertising and an ASSE professional member, who led the efforts for Lamar to donate and put up billboards, across the U.S. in 10 locations, featuring 10 different ASSE poster contest winners increasing awareness of SH&E, the profession and garnering pride in their families, their schools and the ASSE members who sponsored them. · Mary Winkler, CSP, of La Plata, MD, occupational safety and health specialist for the Smithsonian Institution in D.C. and former ASSE National Capital Chapter president, who assisted in planning and coordinating the event donated by ASSE’s Region III (Texas, Oklahoma and Arkansas) at the Smithsonian National Zoo in D.C. for the May 3 NAOSH activity, which included more than 100 guests. She also helped plan this year’s successful programs in Washington D.C. which took place on May 4.
· Allan Yokoyama, CHST, OHST, STS, of Mililani, HI, safety administrator at Albert C. Kobayashi, Inc. and ASSE Hawaii Chapter past-president, who went above and beyond in meeting with the Governor of HI and county mayors on the Islands of Hawaii, Maui, Kauai, and Honolulu; managing and being host to an SH&E safety day open to all in Honolulu; and working with the unions and members in being proactive in supporting worker memorial day and NAOSH Week/OSHP Day.

· J. Anthony Blythe, CSP of Bowie, MD, safety director at W. A. Chester LLC and ASSE National Capital Chapter professional member, who garnered several NAOSH proclamations and again helped, with his family, at all the NAOSH events in Washington D.C.

· Robert A. Adams, of Gresham, OR, safety manager at the Coffee Creek Correctional Facility (CCCF) and ASSE Columbia/Willamette Chapter member, who for the first time sponsored children of employees of CCCF in the ASSE kids’ poster contest, resulting in one of the five winners, Hayley Lemens, whose poster was also displayed in Pendleton, OR, on a Lamar Billboard. In doing so he also increased pride in CCCF and raised awareness of SH&E, the SH&E profession and ASSE. Hayley and her family, about 14 people, came from OR and CA to attend the D.C. events, and it also turned out that Hayley’s grandfather was a long-time ASSE member.

· Michael A. Messner, CSP, CFPS, of Edmond, OK, loss control consultant for Union Standard Insurance Company and ASSE Oklahoma Chapter President, who again went above and beyond in securing a NAOSH billboard and proclamations from the local cities and states in Oklahoma.

· Wesley W. Watkins of Moses Lake, WA, safety manager at Genie Industries and ASSE member, who for the past seven years has sponsored children in the greater WA/OR area to participate in the ASSE poster contest. He is a great advocate for SH&E, the profession and ASSE. Each year, one of the posters he sponsors, or more than one, place in the contest – this year it was two winners. Also, employees at his company, Genie, raised funds to send the two winners to the NAOSH events in D.C.

· Employees of Genie Industries (Genie is a Terex Company and is located in Moses Lake, WA), who raised funds internally to pay for two of the poster contest winners Watkins sponsored, and their fathers, to fly from WA state to attend all of the D.C. NAOSH events. The two winners were Taylor Visker, age 9, of Moses Lake, WA, first place winner in the 9-10 age category; and Zachary Delano, age 13, of Ephrata, WA, fourth place winner in the 13-14 age group. The employees held many fund raising activities at their work site.

OSHP DAY EFFORTS --
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About Occupational Safety & Health Professional Day - May 6, 2009 

· Occupational Safety and Health Professional Day Wikipedia Entry 

Occupational safety, health and environmental professionals work day in and day out to make sure millions of people worldwide continue to go to and return home from work every day.

To recognize and celebrate their ongoing commitment to protecting people, property and the environment the ASSE board approved the creation of Occupational Safety and Health Professional Day (OSHP) in March of 2006 to be held every year during NAOSH Week on that Wednesday. The purpose of this day is to recognize the ongoing efforts of occupational safety, health and environmental professionals to protect people, property and the environment. 
OSHP Day also aims to further raise awareness and pride in the profession, a profession where one is qualified by education, training and experience and where one identifies hazards and develops appropriate controls for these hazards all aimed at preventing occupational injury, illness and property damage. The safety and health professional follows a Code of Professional Conduct and brings to bear technical knowledge, skills and expertise along with management abilities developed through years of continued education and practical experience. Currently there are about 100,000 occupational safety, health and environmental practitioners in the U.S. today in what has become one of the most challenging and rewarding career fields.

National Kick-Off in Washington, D.C. 

The national kick-off for the ASSE/CSSE/OSHA NAOSH Week was held Monday, May 4th at the U.S. Department of Labor in Washington, D.C., at the U.S. Capitol building in the historic Mansfield Room (go to www.asse.org/naosh09 to see photos) for the ASSE poster contest awards ceremony. Attendees and participants also had access to tours of the Capitol immediately following the event.  Keynote presentations were given by OSHA personnel and by ASSE President Warren K. Brown, CSP, ARM.  In addition, winners of ASSE's 7th annual ‘Safety-on-the-Job’ Kids' poster contest were announced. OSHA, ASSE, and the OSHA alliance partners distributed safety and health materials to the event attendees.

ASSE’s Region III was again host to an ASSE welcome to D.C. brunch for the ‘Safety-on-the-Job’ Kids’ Poster Contest winners, their families and members on Sunday, May 3rd at the National Zoo from 10:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. More than 100 people braved the rain to attend and view the pandas.  

During NAOSH Week thousands mobilized worldwide to reach out on the importance of safety means always coming home without a workplace injury or illness for the millions of people who return home to their families at the end of the work day. 

The OSHA Alliance Program partners again went above and beyond in spreading the word about increasing workplace safety to more than 150,000 businesses and millions of employees worldwide through their web sites, communications, company publications and much more. There were more than 50 Alliance partners supporting NAOSH Week 2009, OSHP Day and the poster contest.  
National Events 

· To support the NAOSH Week theme, Safety Means Always Coming Home, ASSE, the American Red Cross and the Canadian Red Cross worked together to develop and implement a workplace-oriented preparedness web expo – a day-long “virtual trade show” featuring live webcasts (presentations) and virtual booths where participants can ask questions and download information for OSHP Day, May 6. A web expo is an ideal way to expand distribution of work safety and disaster information currently offered on such topics as injury prevention, pandemic flu and business continuity/emergency operations planning. 
 
The web expo theme was Emergency Preparedness: Safe at Work, Safe at Home -- designed to complement the theme of NAOSH Week and to reflect the encompassing nature of disasters situations, emphasizing how individuals are affected both at work and at home.  
· Ford Motor Company will also be posting the posters, distributing NAOSH/ASSE brochures and information at 80 of their plants/facilities countrywide for NAOSH.

California 

· ASSE member Lori Elder, with the Valley Coastal Chapter, met with Brownie Troop #61022 in Newbury Park, CA and presented the ASSE “Safety Suitcase”. She packed it with a variety of personal protective equipment and used the Society’s NAOSH presentation to present a history of ASSE and safety.  They learned about the Triangle Shirtwaist factory fire and connected with the many girls who lost their lives in 1911. Each participant who answered a question was given the opportunity to wear a piece of equipment.  From hard hats to boots, ear plugs to safety goggles and everything in between -- the presentation was rounded out with a discussion of the NAOSH Safety Poster Contest and the distribution of entry forms and poster materials.
