	Overview
	ASSE consistently seeks to advance safety, health and environment development, research and education in the public interest.  The purpose of the Safety 2010 Poster Session Program is to provide a means of stimulating interest in safety, health and environmental research, as well as communicating other useful SH&E information to the profession to include best practices, new program initiatives, etc.  

	How it Works


	Complete and submit the attached Poster Proposal Form by Friday, March 12, 2010.  There are   (3) categories:  Undergraduate Student; Graduate Student; and Other (including Faculty and Government).  Proposals are reviewed and those selected will be notified no later than April 1, 2010.    Of those posters selected to display at the PDC, these posters will be judged by panels made up of ASSE members and members of the Academic Practice Specialty and a winner from each of the three categories will be announced during the Safety 2010 conference in Baltimore.

	Submission Deadline


	Poster Session Presentations must be prepared using the provided forms.  The deadline for submissions is Friday, March 12, 2010.   Posters may be submitted at any time before March 12.   Poster abstracts will be reviewed by the PDC Logistics Committee and acceptance notification will be sent via email no later than April 1, 2010.

· Identify key issues in SH&E
· Expand their knowledge to improve their professional skills

· Prepare for the challenges in the SH&E fields

· Identify emerging issues relevant to the profession

	Review Process- Criteria


	All submissions must be clear, logical, grammatically correct and include expected learning objectives.  Student applicants are advised to have a Faculty Advisor review their abstract before submission.  

Structured abstracts should include only essential content areas for communicating educational and research information.  “Purpose” and “methods” sections are required of all abstracts.  Abstracts reflecting completed research must also contain “results” and “conclusions” sections.

	Judging Criteria
	Judging Criteria:

· Content:  How effective the Poster Session is in meeting one or more of the objectives.

· Presentation: The overall quality of the poster’s visual presentation effect.  

· Originality: How original is the presentation.
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	Once Chosen to Display


	Presenters will be notified by e-mail or phone by April 1, 2010.  (A specially marked PDC registration form or code will be provided at that time for those individuals (maximum of two) who are presenting to register.
· Poster presenters receive $100 discount off of the PDC applicable conference registration rate (up to two per poster session) and student poster presenters will receive a complimentary registration.

· Poster presentations are limited to conference registrants and exhibitors. 

NOTE: Should your poster presentation be chosen to display at the PDC, ASSE retains the rights to publish any papers or video footage.  

	Why Participate?

	ASSE’s Professional Conference connects peers, leaders in the field and others who share common goals, interests and needs.   Significant benefits are available to conference attendees, the potential poster session presenter and the companies they represent by connecting researchers with other safety professionals.  Students, many of whom are about to join the professional work force, profit significantly from the experience of meeting the practicing profession and presenting in a poster session.

Poster presentations may reflect completed research or research in the final stages of data collection, with preliminary results available.  Authors (single or multiple) may submit poster presentations for different studies.  Selected posters will be displayed Sunday, June 13 through Tuesday, June 15 in ASSE’s exposition area.  Poster setup is on Sunday, June 13 prior to the opening of the exhibit hall, which is 3:00 pm.

	FAQs


	· Final number of accepted posters will depend on final space and logistics requirements.  It is estimated that up to 30 poster sessions will be selected.

· There is no requirement for membership in ASSE, but registration for the Professional Development Conference is required.

· The poster display should be designed to fit on a standard bulletin board (4’ H x 8’ L).

· A small display table under each bulletin board can be used for additional materials.

· All costs of preparing and transporting the display, as well as any personal expenses of representatives, will be borne by the presenters.

· Poster displays should be substantive and not advertisements.

· ASSE will provide complimentary space for the presentation, in ASSE’s exhibit hall, beginning Sunday, June 13 through close of exhibits, Tuesday, June 15 at 3:30 pm.

· ASSE will market the activity.
