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PUBLIC STATEMENT AND ANNOUNCEMENT

PUBLIC REVIEW OF THE PROPOSED ANSI/ASSE A10 STANDARDS

Today the ANSI Accredited A10 Committee (ASC) for Construction and Demolition Operations announced public review for the proposed following standards:

1. ANSI/ASSE A10.7-1998(R-200X), Commercial Explosives and Blasting Agents, Safety Requirements for Transportation, Storage, Handling and Use in Construction and Demolitions.  (Note:  This is a proposed reaffirmation and the standard was approved originally in 1998).

Scope:  Provides the construction industry with reasonable minimum recommendations for establishing and maintaining a level of health and safety with regard to the transportation, storage, handling, and use of commercial explosives and blasting agents.

2. ANSI/ASSE A10.15-1995(R-2005), Safety Requirements for Dredging  (Note:  This is a proposed reaffirmation and the standard was approved originally in 1995).

Scope:  Applies to the operation, inspection, and maintenance of any vessel fitted with machinery for the purpose of removing or relocating of material from or in a body of water.

3. ANSI/ASSE A10.25-200X, Sanitation in Construction.

Scope:  This standard establishes practices for sanitation construction and demolition operations. 

4. ANSI/ASSE A10.27-1998(R200X) Safety, Requirements for Hot Mix Asphalt Facilities.  (Note:  This is a proposed reaffirmation and the standard was approved originally in 1998).

Scope:  Provides recommendations concerning the design, manufacture, operating processes, and equipment associated with the production of hot asphalt mixing (HMA) facilities.

5. ANSI/A10.39-1996 (R-200X), Construction and Demolitions Safety and Health Audit Program.  (Note:  This is a proposed reaffirmation and the standard was approved originally in 1996).

Scope:  This standard identifies the minimum performance elements that when properly utilized will allow for a competent evaluation of a construction safety and health program. Further, it will identify those areas where systems, records and performance elements are required in order to produce a quality audit. 

6. ANSI/ASSE A10.44-200X, Control of Energy Sources for Construction and Demolitions Operations.

Scope:  This standard establishes the requirements for the control to prevent release of energy sources that could cause injury or illness to personnel performing construction and demolition work and protection of people. 

7. ANSI/ASSE A10.46-200X, Hearing Loss Prevention for Construction and Demolition Operations

Scope:  This standard applies to all construction workers with the potential for noise exposure exceeding 85 dBA.
